If your baby does not pass the screening in one 
or both ears, or was not screened, ask your 
doctor about an outpatient screening for your 
baby. 
 
If your baby does not pass the screening in one 
or both ears, the screening provider should refer 
your baby for CMV screening. CMV screening 
should be performed within 21 days of birth. 

 
Most children with hearing loss are born to 
parents who have normal hearing. 

 
Some babies are born with normal hearing but 
lose their hearing when they are older. 
 
Schedule a checkup with your health care 
provider when your baby is 2 to 4 days old.
